On motion of Trustee Virruso seconded by Trustee Punzo-Arias, the Ordinance
amending Chapter 98 “Utilities” Section 98-56, 98-60, 98-266 and adding a new
Section 98-269 “Procedure for Seeking an Adjustment of a Water & Sewer Service
Bill” of the Code of Ordinances of the Town of Cicero, was accepted, placed on
file and approved for passage by the following vote:

(Purpose of Ordinance)

(The purpose of this ordinance is to establish a hearing procedure to assist the Town in
assessing whether individuals have legitimate reasons for requesting adjustments to their
water and sewer service bills)

Section 98-56. Assessments.

All assessments under this sArticle shall be made by the wiater dDepartment from readings
of regularly qualified inspectors or rate-takers, and no increase or decrease, except such
as is certified by the rate-takers, shall be entered in any meter book or other book of
the wWater dDepartment. Notwithstanding the foregoing, if a customer’s bill bas been
adjusted in accordance with the provisions of Section 98-269 of this Code, the adjustment
shall be noted in the Water Department’s records.

Section 98-60. Rate Schedule.

Notwithstanding the foregoing, customers may seek adjustments to their water bills in
accordance with the provisions of Section 98-269 of this Code.

Section 98-266. Adjustments; Amounts; pPenalty for *Late pPayment.

There shall be established rates and charges for the use and service of the sewer system
of the £Town as follows:

(6) Adjustments. Notwithstanding the foregoing, customers may seek adjustments to their
sewer bills in accordance with the provisions of Section 98-269 of this Code.

Section 98-269. Procedure for Seeking an Adjustment of a Water and Sewer Service Bill.

(a) The water and sewer adjustment system established pursuant to this Section shall
be operated under the supervision of the Superintendent of Water. The Superintendent of
Water is authorized to establish procedures and adopt rules and regqulations pertaining
to the effective administration of the water and sewer adjustment system, the adjustment
hearing process and the content of forms and procedures of the water and sewer adjustment

system.

(b) Any person who has received a bill for water and sewer service shall pay the bill
within the time frame indicated on the bill or may seek an adjustment of the bill through
a hearing. The person seeking an adjustment hearing must provide written notice to the
Water Department, which notice shall request a hearing to adjust a specified water and
sewer service bill or bills and provide appropriate grounds for seeking an adjustment
hearing. At the adjustment hearing, the customer will be required to provide evidence
supporting his or her grounds for requesting an adjustment to his or her water and sewer
service bill or bills.

(c) Appropriate grounds for seeking an adjustment hearing are limited to:
1) The foreclosure of the property receiving the water and sewer services;
(2) The entity, person or persons responsible for paying the bill filing

bankruptcy or similar proceedings or having bankruptcy or similar
proceedings instituted against him, her or them;

The prolonged hospitalization of the person or persons responsible for the
payment of the bill;

(4) The person who was issued the bill is not the owner of the premises
receiving the services, the occupant thereof or the user of the services;

(5) A person responsible for paying the bill has already paid for the services
in question;

(6) The furtherance of settling past due accounts;

(1) The prolonged unemployment of the person or persons responsible for pavying
the bill;

(8) Adjustments due to clerical errors or errors made in connection with meter

readings, examples of which include, without limitation, errors in reading
water meters, over estimations of the amount of water used, bills reflecting
outside meter stand leaks and bills reflecting reasonably undetected leaks
occurring within the premises receiving the services; and/or

(9) Any other justification that the Superintendent of Water, in his or her sole
and absolute discretion, determines would further the public good.

(d) The Town President is authorized to appoint such number of hearing officers as may
be necessary to efficiently operate the water and sewer adijustment system, and such
hearing officers shall perform the duties as determined by this Section.

{e) If an individual requests an adjustment hearing in accordance with the provisions
of this Section and the Superintendent of Water, in his or her reasonable determination,
finds that the individual set forth one of the grounds enumerated in Subsection (c) of
this Section, the Superintendent of Water or his or her designee shall notify the customer
in writing of the date, location and time of the hearing. All interested persons shall
be given a reasonable opportunity to be heard at the adjustment hearing. The formal rules
of evidence will not apply at the adijustment hearing and hearsay evidence shall be
admissible. If, after the adjustment hearing, the hearing officer determines that there
is sufficient evidence to demonstrate that the person or persons responsible for the
pavment of the water and sewer service bill or bills are seeking an adjustment for one
or more of the grounds set forth in Subsection (c¢) hereof, the hearing officer shall order
an_adjustment of the water and sewer service bill or bills. In adjusting a water and sewer
service bill or bills the hearing officer may, without limitation, waive penalties, waive
interest and reduce the amount of the bill or bills due in furtherance of settling past
due accounts and/or to account for a legitimate hardship. If the hearing officer
determines that there is not sufficient evidence or reasonable grounds to grant an
adijustment or if the customer who has requested an adjustment hearing fails to appear at
a hearing, the hearing officer shall enter a determination that the customer owes the full
amount of the bill or bills. Failure to pay the bill or bills within thirty (30) days of
issuance of a hearing officer’s disposition will result in the imposition of late fees
pursuant to the provisions of Chapter 98. Upon the occurrence of a disposition, any unpaid
bill or penalty will constitute a debt due and owing to the Town,

(f) The hearing officer shall send the determination to the customer, by first class
mail, postage prepaid, to the address located on the water and sewer service bill.

(q) The Superintendent of Water or his or her designee shall compile and maintain
complete and accurate records relating to all requests for adjustment hearings and the
dispositions thereof.

{h) Notwithstanding the foregoing, it would be a vioclation of any automatic stay
imposed by the Bankruptcy Court for the Water Department to send delinguency notices,
charge late fees and/or discontinue services in connection with any debt owed to the Town,
if the debt predates the date that the debtor filed for bankruptcy. As such, the Town will
not send any delinguency notices, charge late fees and/or discontinue services for any
debt owed to the Town if the Town receives notice that said debt is subject to an
automatic stavy.

(i) If any provision or part of this Section shall be found unconstitutional or outside
the corporate powers of the Town, the remaining provisions shall continue in full force




and effect.

Chapter 50 “Law Enforcement” Section 50-37 of the Code of Ordinances of the Town
of Cicero, was accepted, placed on file and approved for passage by the following
vote:

(Purpose of Ordinance)

(The purpose of this ordinance 1is to establish the Violation Department, classify
violation clerks who are LEADS certified as civilian police officers to ensure that they
have access to vital criminal justice information.)

Section 2-210 Violations Department.

{a) Established. There is hereby established a division of the Collector's Office to
be known as the Violations Department. The Revenue Director shall oversee the
administration of the Violations Department and the Violations Department shall embrace
such number of violation clerks and other personnel as may be from time to time provided
for in the annual appropriation ordinance.

(b) Powers and Duties of Violation Clerks. It shall be the duty of violation clerks
to:

(1) Input data regarding parking violations;
(2) Collect revenue for parking viclations;
(3) Send out violation notices and attend administrative ordinance hearings when

requested by the Town; and

(4) Perform such other duties as may be provided for in this Code, by the Town
President, the Board of Trustees or by any other official or officer of the Town.

{c) Violation clerks who are also LEADS certified shall be deemed civilian police
officers, shall be emplovees of the Cicero Department of Police, shall be subject to the
direction and control of the First Deputy Superintendent of Police, or his or her
designee, and shall report to the First Deputy Superintendent of Police, or his or her
designee. The First Deputy Superintendent of Police, or his or her designee, shall be
responsible for the administration and management of all LEADS certified violation clerks.
A1l LEADS certified violation clerks are at-will emplovees and may be terminated at anv
time without notice and without hearing.

Section 50-37 Powers and Duties of the Superintendent of Police Generally and
Powers and Duties of the First Deputy Superintendent of Police.

(d) Powers and Duties. It shall be the duty of the First Deputy Superintendent of
Police to:

(12) Directly supervise LEADS certified parking enforcement officers_and LEADS
certified violation clerks, which includes, without limitation, reviewing and
approving work schedules, orders and training and otherwise administering the
affairs of the LEADS certified parking enforcement officers_and the LEADS certified
violation clerks; and
