On motion of Trustee Raleigh seconded by Trustee Walsh, the Ordinance
amending Chapter 82 entitled “Streets, Sidewalks and Other Public Places” by
adding Section 82-38 entitled “Street Closures for Special Events” to the Code
of Ordinances, was accepted, placed on file and approved for passage by the
following vote:

(Purpose of Ordinance)

(The purpose of this ordinance is to establish regulations for special events that require
street closures.)

Section 82-38. Street Closures for Special Events.

(a) Definitions. The words and terms used in this Section shall have the meanings
ascribed to them in this Subsection, unless the context clearly indicates a
different meaning. The use of any term in the present tense shall include the
future and past tense of the term, all terms used in the singular shall include the
plural and all words used in the masculine gender shall extend to and apply to the
feminine gender, when applicable.




Parade means any march, procession or other similar activity consisting of persons,
animals, vehicles or things, or any combination thereof, upon any public Street,
sidewalk, alley or other public place, which requires a Street closing or otherwise
requires police officers to stop or reroute vehicular traffic because the marchers
will not comply with normal and usual traffic requlations or controls.

Person means any individual, firm, partnership, association, corporation,
company, organization or entity of any kind.

Street means any place or way set aside or open to the general public for purposes
of vehicular traffic, including any berm or shoulder parkway, right-of-way or
median strip thereof.

Special Event means a temporary planned aggregation of attractions such as a
festival, celebration, Parade, concert or any similar occurrence to be conducted
on _a Street or on property that is primarilyv outdoors and requires the Town to
close a Street or a portion of a Street. A Special Event does not include any
events hosted or sponsored by the Town. In addition, Public Assemblies, as defined
in Section 82-271 of this Code, and Block Parties, as defined in Section 82-15 of
this Code, are not included in the definition of Special Event as the requirements
for Public Assemblies and Block Parties are specific for those events.

Sponsor means the Person who is conducting the Special Event or in whose name or
for whose support the proposed Special Event will be held.

Approval of a Special Event. No Person shall conduct, participate in, advertise for
or in any way promote, organize, control, manage, solicit or induce participation
in_a Special Event unless the Sponsor of the Special Event has first had its
application for a Special Event approved by the Board of Trustees.

(1) A Sponsor shall apply to the Board of Trustees for approval to hold a
Special Event. The application shall be filed not less than thirty (30)
calendar days prior to the scheduled date of the Special Event, which
timeframe may be waived by the Board of Trustees in its reasonable
discretion. The application shall include the following information:

a. The name, address, telephone number and facsimile number of each
Sponsor and, if the Sponsor is an entity, the name, address, telephone
number and facsimile number of an authorized and responsible agent;

b. The date or dates of the Special Event, including the beginning and
ending hours of the Special Event;

c. The block or intersection, or portion thereof, in which the Street
closure will occur;

d. The estimated number of persons who will attend the Special Event;

e. The purpose or a description of the Special Event;

£f. Whether parking is requested to be restricted or prohibited during
the Special Event;

q. Whether any music will be played or sound amplification equipment will
be used at the Special Event. No sound amplification equipment shall
be used in any way that is contrary to applicable laws, statutes,
ordinances, codes, rules, requlations or orders;

h. Whether alcoholic liguor, beverages, food and/or merchandise will be
sold, offered for sale or given away at the Special Event;

i. The proof of insurance and agreement to indemnify and hold harmless

required by Subsections (e) and (f) of this Section;




. Plans for security and what special Town services, if any, the Special
Event will regquire; and

k. Such other information as the Board of Trustees deems reasonably
necessary to ensure the safety and welfare of Persons attending the
Special Event.

{2) Preference amonq conflicting applications for Special Events shall be given
to the application filed earliest. All information provided on the
application shall be complete and truthful. If any information in the
application changes, the Sponsor shall immediately notify the Board of
Trustees of the changes in writing prior to the Special Event.

{3) The Board of Trustees may approve holding a Special Event when, from a
consideration of the application and from such other information as may
otherwise be obtained, the Board of Trustees finds that, among other things,
the Sponsor has met the standards in this Section, the Sponsor has paid in
advance any fee required, the Sponsor agrees to such conditions as are
imposed upon the approval, the Special Event will not conflict with a
previously scheduled Special Event, the Special Event will not disrupt the
orderly movement of traffic and the Special Event will not unduly interfere
with fire, police protection and ambulance service, any Town projects or the
orderly operation of public or private businesses or institutions.

(4) The Board of Trustees or its designee shall provide oral or written notice
of its decision to approve of or denvy an application for a Special Event to
the Sponsor. All decisions regarding the approval or denial of applications
shall be consistent with all constitutional rights, including those
contained in the First, Fifth and Fourteenth Amendments to the United States
Constitution and Sections 2 and 4 of Article I of the Constitution of the

State of Illinois.

{5) Any approval to hold a Special Event may contain conditions reasonably
calculated to reduce or minimize the dangers and hazards to vehicular or
pedestrian traffic and the public health, safetvy, tranquility, morals or
welfare. Such conditions may include, without limitation, proof that the
Sponsor has obtained all necessary permits or licenses to carrv out the
Special Event, changes in time, duration or noise levels. No Person shall
violate any of the conditions of approval or in any way interfere with the
progress_or orderly conduct of a Special Event.

Revocation of Approval. Any approval for a Special Event granted under this
Section may be revoked by the Town President or his or her designee at any time
when, by reason of an emerdgency, disaster, calamity, disorder, riot, extreme
traffic conditions, violation of this Section or any applicable law, statute,
ordinance, code, rule, requlation or order or undue burden on public services, he
or she determines that the health, safety, tranquility, morals or welfare of the
public or the safety of any property requires such revocation. Notice of such
revocation shall be delivered in writing to the Sponsor by personal service, by
certified mail or, if the Special Event has commenced, orally or in writing by
personal contact, personal service, telephone or facsimile. Continuance of a
Special Event after such notice has been delivered is unlawful.

Litter and Damage. During and after the close of Special Events, Sponsors shall
provide for the collection and removal of all trash, garbage, refuse, debris and
litter caused by or arising out of a Special Event. After Special Events, Sponsors
shall remove all materials and eguipment and clean the Street or portion thereof
used for the Special Event. If the Street or public property has been damaged as
a result of the Special Event, the Sponsor shall repair and restore it to the
condition it was in prior to the Special Event. In addition to any fines issued
pursuant to this Code, in the event the Sponsor fails to comply with the provisions
of this Subsection, the Sponsor shall be liable for costs incurred by the Town in
cleaning restoring the Street or public property.

Insurance. Each Sponsor shall maintain, at its sole cost and expense, such
insurance policies with such limits as deemed necessary by the Town, throughout the

duration of the Special Event, which shall include the time required for the
construction and removal of all materials and equipment provided for the Special
Event until the Street has been cleared and restored to its normal condition. The
Sponsor shall provide the Town with certificates of insurance identifving the Town
as an “Additional Insured.” Said certificates of insurance shall read “ADDITIONAL
INSURED: The Town of Cicero, JIllinois, dits officials, trustees, executives,
employees, consultants, attorneys, agents, volunteers and representatives shall be
primary and non-contributory Additional Insureds with respect to the general
liability and umbrella coverages specified above.” If at any time during the
Special Event, any insurance policy required by this Subsection changes or is
cancelled, the Sponsor shall immediately notify the Town by telephone and in
writing. Failure to maintain insurance coverage as required by this Subsection or
to notify the Town as described in this Subsection shall be grounds for revoking
the Town’s approval to hold a Special Event.

Indemnification Agreement and Assumption of Risk. Each Sponsor assumes full risk
and responsibility for the Sponsor’s decision to hold, at his, her or its own risk,
the Special Event. The Sponsor shall enter into a written agreement, specifying the
duties to be performed under this Section. Such written agreement shall be in a
form approved by the Board of Trustees. The agreement shall contain a clause
stating that the Sponsor agrees to indemnify, defend and hold the Town, its past
and present officials (whether elected or appointed), trustees, employees,
volunteers, insurers, directors, agents, officers, representatives, attorneys,
independent contractors, successors or predecessors and any other party in anv way
related to the Town, harmless from and against any and all claims, losses, demands,
liabilities, penalties, liens, encumbrances, obligations, causes of action, costs
and expenses (including reasonable attorneys’ fees and court costs), deaths,
injuries and damages (whether actual or punitive), whether known or unknown,
suspected or unsuspected, contingent or actual, liguidated or unliquidated, that
occurred or are alleged to have occurred, in whole or in part, in connection with
or arising out of the Special Event or the condition, maintenance and use of the
public property used for the Special Event.

Personnel Costs. Applicants shall reimburse the Town for the cost of all Town
personnel who are required by the Town to work overtime or additional hours or
perform duties during or as a result of a Special Event. Sponsors shall, at the
Sponsor’s option, post a bond or deposit with the Town a sum in an amount estimated
by the Superintendent of Police or his or her designee to cover the costs to the
Town. Within thirty (30) calendar days after the end of the Special Event, the Town
shall calculate the actual costs owed to the Town under this Section, obtain such
costs from the bond, if a bond was provided, or remit any overpayment, if
prepayment was made, and provide to the Sponsor an itemized statement of such
costs. In the event the bond or deposit is insufficient to cover the actual costs
owed to the Town, the Town shall send a bill to the Sponsor, which shall be deemed
a _debt due and owing the Town. The requirements of this Subsection may be waived
if the Sponsor is a government or an educational or charitable organization or if
the Superintendent of Police, in his or her reasonable discretion, does not
anticipate expending additional sums in connection with the Special Event,

Agent. The Sponsor shall have an authorized representative or agent present at all
times during the Special Event who shall be responsible for ensuring compliance
with all applicable laws, statutes, ordinances, codes, rules, regulations and
orders and for accepting all notices of violations and any revocation of approval
to hold the Special Event.

Compliance with Laws. As a condition of approval, the Sponsor agrees to comply
with all applicable laws, statutes, ordinances, codes, rules, requlations and
orders. The Sponsor also agrees to obtain and comply or ensure that each vendor
obtains and complies with the terms of all permits and licenses required in
connection with the Special Event or the proposed activities associated therewith
including, but not limited to, solicitations, the sale and delivery of food,
alcoholic liquor, beverages and other merchandise and the use of candles, torches,
fires and other combustibles. The Town is authorized to inspect Special Events and
may issue citations for anv violation of this Code or any requlations pertaining
to the operation of the Special FEvent.

Violation. BAny person violating this Section shall be fined not less than Fifty
and No/100 U.S. Dollars ($50.00) and not more than Seven Hundred Fifty and No/100




U.S. Dollars ($750.00) for each offense. Each day that a violation continues shall
constitute a separate and distinct offense.

PRESENTATIONS

Bernie Harrison, Deputy Supt of Investigations, reported the Detective
Division was honored to receive the Meritorious Unit Citation Award. Due to the
hard work of the Detective Division along with the FBI, five suspects involved
in the kidnapping of a Cicero business owner were arrested and charged with
felony aggravated kidnapping charges and the victim returned home safely.
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State Senator Martin Sandoval commended President Dominick and the Town
Board for their quick response to the flooding disaster which occurred 7-24-10.
At the request of President Dominick, Senator Sandoval contacted Governor Quinn
for assistance with state & federal relief for residents of the Town. Senator
Sandoval also contacted Terry O’Brien, President of Metropolitan Water
Reclamation District Commissioners, to appear and publicly explain what happened
at either a Town Board Meeting or a Special Town Hall Meeting.

President Dominick expressed his disappointment with the MWRD and announced
that Town Counsel will look into filing a lawsuit against them.

Resident Frank Kraut of 5638 West Pershing reported on damages to his
property caused by the recent storms. Mr. Kraut videotaped and documented his
observations at MWRD and requested the Town Board appoint a committee to
investigate evidence.

Lido Manetti, Supt of Water, reported crews were out all weekend assisting
residents and offered help to any resident needing assistance.

Ray Hanania, Town’s Spokesperson, and Emo Cundari, Town Assessor, gave an
overview of how Town Officials met with State & County Officials immediately
following the storm on Saturday (7/24) and proceeded to declare the Town of

Cicero a state of emergency. Damage Assessment Reports filed by residents show
an estimated 43,000 million in damages throughout town, including 5,000 homes and
100 businesses. President Dominick encouraged residents to keep photographs of
damages.

President Dominick opened the meeting to the public for their comments.

Several residents reported on damages to their property due to the recent
flooding.



Ismael Vargas, Youth Pastor of Vidaboundante Church, reported on the
success of the Gospel Festival and presented President Dominick with an
appreciation plaque in recognition of the Town’s support given to churches.

A representative from State Representative Lisa Hernandez’'s office
announced Lisa was at a press conference called by Governor Quinn to declare Cook
County a flooding disaster.

Fran Reitz will address the parking situation at Urban Elevator Company
located at 16*® Street & 48%™Court.

On motion of Trustee Virruso seconded by Trustee Garcia, the board
adjourned to meet in Executive Session at 11:50 A.M.

On motion of Trustee Virruso seconded by Trustee Raleigh, the board
reconvened at 12:24 P.M. to open session.
