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The Town of Cicero commemorated a milestone 
on April 19, as it celebrated the 104th birthday of 
centenarian Connie Schullo. President Larry Dominick 
orchestrated a grand Super Senior Birthday caravan 
in her honor, with Cicero Police, Fire Department 
personnel, and numerous town officials joining the 
festivity.

Grateful and overwhelmed by affection, Mrs. Schullo 
said, "Thank you very much and I appreciate it. Living 
in Cicero is the best town you could live in. They do a 
lot for their senior citizens. Everybody stay in Cicero 
and don't leave."

Spokesperson Ray Hanania conveyed the heartfelt 
sentiments of the organizers, informing Mrs. Schullo, 
"Larry and Diana wanted to do this great surprise for 
you," upon her delighted reunion with him.

Mrs. Schullo holds a special place in the heart of 
Cicero, the grandmother of Deputy Dominic Schullo 
of the Cicero Police Department. Reflecting on her 
significance to their family, Deputy Schullo remarked, 
"She's the matriarch to our family. From owning a 
restaurant on Roosevelt and Austin and she's still here. 
It's very emotional. Seeing everybody here, Town

Dominick. What you guys did for her is heartwarming."

Deputy Schullo further revealed that his grandmother

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Inaugural Emergency Response Team Graduates

Everyone involved makes 
Cicero a much better community, and that’s what 
we’re here for.”

Acknowledging the support received, Dominick 
extended gratitude to Cook County President Toni 
Preckwinkle and Congressman Chuy Garcia for 
their assistance in ensuring the success of the CERT 
program in Cicero.

Town Chaplain Ismael Vargas received a standing 
ovation during the graduation ceremony for guiding 
the Cicero CERT volunteers through the rigorous 
eight-week training program.

Dominick commended the successful teamwork that 
facilitated the program, stating, “I pick good people 
to lead things; it makes my job easier. We work as a 
team, no matter who it is. We work as a team, and 
that’s why we get things done.”

The diverse CERT volunteers include Parent Patrols, 
clergy members, and Town of Cicero department 
heads, reflecting the broad community participation 
in the program.

Dominick announced plans for future CERT classes, 
emphasizing the ongoing commitment to community 
preparedness.

Vargas characterized the occasion as more than 
just a celebration, describing it as a significant 
accomplishment for the community’s safety and 
resilience.
